HARRIS ROOM

Situated on the second floor of
the Colin Cowdrey Conference
Centre, the Harris Room and
balcony offer panoramic views

Versatile and flexible, the Harris
Room can cater for large public
meetings, formal and informal
dinners or an occasion of your
choice.

ACADEMY

Used by the cricket professionals, our Academy and Indoor school
can be tailored to meet your needs, be they cricket related or any
indoor activity. The gym includes a full sized basketball court and

is equipped with appropriately sized male and female changing
rooms, toilets and shower facilities. Situated alongside it, our fenced,
Astroturf football pitch is a safe environment for the young or old to
run around in, be it chasing a football or some other endeavour. This
facility can also be adapted for a sit down meal accommodating up
to four-hundred guests.

SPITFIRE STUDY CENTRE

Situated on the top floor of the Study Centre building, the Spitfire
Academy is a purpose built classroom, complete with twenty up-
to-date computers. Take your staff off site and train them online in

a fresh, new environment. The Study Centre could also be the ideal
setting for community groups wanting to upskill their members in any of
the latest Microsoft Suite of programs or on web usage.

DISABLED FACILITIES

Most lounges and areas within St Lawrence Ground, Canterbury include
access for people with disabilities and movement impairment. We have
four disabled toilets, situated in the Chiesman Pavilion, Frank Woolley
Stand, Kent Cricket Academy and Les Ames Stand. Dedicated car parking
spaces are available in close proximity to the main areas of the ground.

CAR AND COACH PARKING

Dedicated parking is available on hard surfaces for approximately
eighty vehicles, with a further two-hundred and fifty spaces available
on grass surfaces.

Q What are the payment ferms?
A All bookings are confirmed once a 50% deposit is received in
advance; balance of account is due seven days post occasion.

A Breakfast meetings at 6am through to our late license on Friday
and Saturday of 2am.
